Curriculum Driver - Communication
It is the primary aim of our curriculum, that our children develop the skills necessary to communicate their thoughts, ideas and feelings successfully in a wide range of different forms. Children need to know how to speak and listen with respect in a variety of different situations. They need the ability to read well and read widely as this broadens horizons, develops imagination and provides a rich vocabulary through which to construct knowledge and understand the world. Being able to write clearly, comfortably and where necessary concisely in many different forms remains a key skill and our curriculum exploits every opportunity to develop this ability.
Mathematics
Your child will follow the Early Years Foundation Stage Framework for Mathematics. The topics they will cover include:

Matching
Sorting

Comparing amounts

Comparing size, mass and capacity

Making patterns

Representing the numbers 1, 2, 3, 4 and 5

2D shapes (circles and triangles)

Positional language

One more/One less

Time (Night and Day)

Please help your child to identify numbers within the environment and to count the corresponding number of objects.  Ask them to explain their learning.

Show them how often we use counting and numbers in everyday life; ask them to use the strategies themselves.

Literacy
Your child will follow the Early Years Foundation Stage Framework for Literacy, and Read Write Inc for Phonics. The topics they will cover include:
· Letter recognition and correct pronunciation
· Letter formation from the correct starting point
· Identifying initial sounds in words
· Breaking up simple words to hear each sound to spell
English book studies will include:
· The Rainbow Fish by Marcus Pfister

· Harry and the dinosaurs go to school by Ian Whybrow

Reading: Children will develop skills including: literal (what is actually there), deductive (looking for clues) inferential (reading between the lines). 
Religious Education
· What am I excited about?
· What makes me special?

Understanding the World
This term the children will be learning about their personal timeline and how they have changed as they grow.  Children will also learn about the similarities and differences between friends and families, and talk about significant people and events in their life.  Children will also explore the use of technological toys and Ipad applications.
Expressive Arts and Design
During this term the children will explore colour mixing, guided drawing of a dinosaur and making a CD fish.  The children will also explore movement of our literary characters.
Physical Education    

The children will experiment with the following:

 - Different ways of moving.

- Jumping off an object and landing appropriately.

- Negotiating spaces successfully when playing racing and chasing games with other children, adjusting speed or changing direction to avoid obstacles.

-Traveling with confidence and skill around, under, over and through balancing and climbing equipment.

-Showing increasing control over an object in pushing, patting, throwing, catching or kicking it.

-Showing a preference for a dominant hand.

-Beginning to use anticlockwise movement and retrace vertical lines.

-Beginning to form recognisable letters.

In our outdoor session time we will be developing children’s core strength and gross motor skills through the use of bikes, large mop and brush movements, and dance.  
We will also focus on the importance of personal self-care such as the importance of washing our hands, dressing, and being safe in the classroom.

Personal, Social and Emotional Development

Through PSED we will discuss the importance of rules and boundaries in order to stay safe and happy in school.  We will identify emotions, friendly behaviour the importance of sharing and turn taking.
