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Reading:  Reading books are changed weekly.  Children should read at home every day for 10 – 15 minutes.  Children can also choose a book from our class library each day to share at home if they wish. 
Homework:  Children will receive homework and spellings every Friday.  Spellings are tested on a Friday and homework needs to be handed in by on Friday.
[bookmark: _GoBack]P.E: Pupils will be asked to attend school in their PE kit on their designated PE days. Each class will have two designated days per week. Our PE days will be Monday and Thursday. The children will not be asked to get changed back into their uniform, they will simply arrive in their kit and wear it all day.  We have been in contact with Prima Donna (located in the Marian Square) who will be selling our PE kit with the addition of our school logo.
