In addition, there are units of suggested ideas that focus on computing skills specifically, that can also be provided as opportunities for learning as part of the topics in other areas to give children a sound basis to explore topics using technology and to be ready for progressing though the Computing curriculum. These are as follows and are designed to be integrated and linked to wider early years curriculum areas.
