Communication via the parent app, school newsletter and class dojo provide information about school performances and enables photographs to be shared securely. Class pages will showcase all areas of the curriculum including music. Governors are informed and invited to whole school performances and events.

	8 – Budget materials and staffing
	Finances made available as and when required. CPD accessed via the SKY hub. Supply teachers paid for to ensure teaching staff can attend during school times. Planned staff meeting time allocated for teaching staff CPD.

	9 – Pupil Premium and SEND provision
	Our school is 60% pupil premium and 40% SEND. Therefore, provision is fully inclusive.  Pupil engagement is monitored via pupil voice. All staff use various adaptive teaching techniques.

	10 – Summary Action Plan
	Access new planning provided by SKY hub to support the musical diversity across the school. Provide CPD opportunities across the school to develop individual and whole staff confidence when teaching music. To continue to promote the external opportunities through the Sefton Music Service with parents. Purchase more resources to raise the profile of diversity in music and music from different cultures and times. Continue to develop the music room facility to foster a love for music across the school. Ensure timetabled time in the music room for all classes is being adhered to though subject monitoring. 
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
