Being a part of the partnership provided us with a range of opportunities to engage the children in competition as well as offered CPD. It provided networking opportunities for PE leaders.
Staff responded particularly well to the new PE planning and resources being used for sport-led sessions. Staff continued to use Real PE to develop fundamental skills and are growing in confidence having used the online resource more. Whilst KS1 children are enjoying teaching sport-led sessions, staff are lacking in some knowledge and confidence when delivering them.
Pupils participated in variety of sports as a result of sporting events held in school and competitions attended- Athletics, Cricket, Tennis, Dodgeball, Netball, Archery, Curling, Rounders, Hockey, Multi-skills and Dance. Children developed in their knowledge and skills, as well as sporting attitude. Sportmanship award incentive worked well.
During the Summer term of 2023 the Enrich Hub was introduced and trialled by staff ahead of CPD/Outdoor Learning Event Day planned for Autumn 2023.Initial feedback from staff and pupils positive, with the next step being to experience and use the Enrich Hub over the next academic year. 
External Coaches and staff ran the following extra-curricular clubs:
KS1- Football, Gymnastics and Multi-skills
KS2-Football, Gymnastics and Basketball. Dodgeball and Dance were offered to Y6. Forest school was offered to KS2 as an extra-curricular club.

Swimming lessons for Y2-4
 
Pupil voice from those involved in girls and boys' football teams has shown that children have preferred having regularly played as part of a competitive team, rather than just a football club for fun. They have enjoyed competing with other schools as a 'Netherton Moss' team and coaches have noticed an increase in children demonstrating good sportmanship and teamwork. 
 
Level of participation in at least one extra-curricular club increased in the following year groups compared to last year: 
Y1  88% (no clubs in Y1 last year)
Y2 90% (compared to 65% last year)

We have entered KS2 children into more competitions and events this year, with different value focuses. Subject leaders were supported by Sports Partnership Lead Ali Watt- met with during Autumn term to support planning of funding/action plan.  Our Mini Marathon Charity Run engaged pupils well and we are now going to look to build on that by introducing a Running Club next year. We tried a new event this year, attending Footgolf; this was popular. As a result, we will look to increase this offer to full classes next year as opposed to a smaller group. Following Athletics competition in Autumn term, pupil voice highlighted Athletics as a Sport of interest and so we responded with the introduction of Indoor Athletics into our extra-curricular and event calendar. 
 
 
3. Our Sports Week meant that all children from Reception to Y6 engaged in competitive sport and tried out a wide range of physical activities. Children had fun also taking part in our seasonal Bunny Run and Santa Dash, where they all focused on their Personal Best. The children were enthused and well engaged. We celebrated successes across all events and rewarded key values such as Respect and Fair Play. UKS2 took on and developed their leadership roles throughout the week. 
 
4. Sport-led sessions have been reviewed and planned across the KS1 curriculum. Staff in Y1 and Y2 have benefited from working with external coaches; staff feedback shows an increase in confidence with delivering and supporting these sport-led sessions. Having split the classes in half to take part, we found this was of significant benefit for our SEN children, working within smaller groups. Staff feedback emphasised that the provision was much more effective when teaching a smaller group. Therefore, this is an approach we will take forward within our adaptive approach for cohorts with high percentages of SEN children. 
 
5. Children in LKS2 attended an adventure day at CHET taking part in a variety of activities, including Orienteering, an Adventure Obstacle Course, Zip Wiring and Archery. 23 out of 27 children tried a new outdoor activity for the first time. 100% of the children said they would like to take part in this experience again.

2. Children from UKS2 were inspired and enthused following an indoor Athletics event. As a result, we purchased our own Indoor Athletics equipment which we haven't used in school before. Staff trialled a club and also delivered sessions during Sports Week. Feedback was positive with over 70% of KS2 keen to try again. This will become a regular extra-curricular club now offered. We have also offered greater variety through our introduction of 'Summer Fun Clubs' where the children's voice is at the heart of what they do. Children have been taking part in a range of sports and activities each week. These have been well-attended and have been offered across both KS1 and KS2. Staff have run these effectively and numbers have increased over the term. Most recently. we have purchased Balance Bikes in EYFS/KS1. Interest is high from both pupils and parents.
