· I can re-read these books to build up my fluency and confidence in word reading.

	Read to your child. Use picture books or animations with the sound turned off and ask your child to narrate the story to you.
	Look for opportunities to spot numbers to 100 and talk about the tens and ones that make the number.
Group small objects found at home to add and subtract from the groups.
	Borrow and share books from the library about animals and where they live.
Go on a bug hunt and find out about the creatures you discover.

	Discuss the issues of staying safe online with your child. If you have a computer or device with a keyboard, allow them opportunities to develop their typing skills.
	Look for a range of natural materials outside or recycled materials at home and use them to make models and pictures! Bring in photographs of the creations to display in school. 
	Visit the library and look for books about the History of Travel and Transport in Liverpool. and find out as many facts as you can. Draw and write about the things you find out and bring them into school.
